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Access to the campus network and the 
extensive array of online resources essential for 
our students and employees necessitates 
individual user accounts. For students, these 
accounts are generated upon college 
application, while for employees, they are 
established upon employment confirmation.  

Under no circumstances should passwords be 
shared with anyone, irrespective of their 
affiliation with the college. Users granted 
access to the campus network and online 
resources are required to adhere to the 
Acceptable Use policy.

NETWORK USER ACCOUNT

Numerous online services affiliated with Piedmont Community 
College (PCC) are linked to your network user account. 
Services such as computer login, Office 365, Self-Service, and 
more require your network credentials for access. 

Your PacerNet network user account is established using your 
first initial, middle initial, last name, and the last two digits of 
your Colleague ID number (e.g., JTSmith32). It's important to 
note that when logging into Office 365, employees must 
include @piedmontcc.edu with their network user account 
(e.g., JTSmith32@piedmontcc.edu), while students need to 
add @students.piedmontcc.edu.
